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We are now well into the longest season in the church calendar. It 

started on Trinity Sunday and goes on for a further twenty-two 

Sundays. Trinity Sunday itself is a celebration of the central mystery of 

our Christian faith, God the Father, God the Son and God the Holy 

Spirit. Christianity is unique in this aspect of belief. 

One analogy of the Trinity is the shamrock being one clover with three 

parts or leaves. One man illustrates another analogy. This man can be 

someoneôs father, someoneôs son and someoneôs husband, but he is still 

one man. These examples may be lacking, but we keep in mind loving 

God includes faith in the unseen. 

God the Lord is Father, Son and Holy Spirit although this is rarely 

expressed in specific terms in Scripture, but there are examples. 

Jesus tells us in Matthewôs gospel, óTherefore go and make disciples of 

all nations, baptising them in the name of the Father and of the Son and 

of the Holy Spirit. 

Paul writes to the Corinthians There are different kinds of gifts, but the 

same Spirit. There are different kinds of service, but the same Lord. 

There are different kinds of working, but the same God works all of 

them in all men. 

Whenever we make an important commitment throughout our lives, at 

our baptism, confirmation and during the wedding service, and 

regularly in our prayers and thanksgiving at communion we do so in 

the name of the Father, and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit. 

Virtually all the Sunday Collects end with the words, óThrough Jesus 

Christ, your Son our Lord, who is alive and reigns with you, in the 

unity of the Holy Spirit, one God, now and for ever.ô 

Despite the impossibility of understanding the Trinity, facing life 

without him is a lonely, meaningless and ultimately frightening thing. 

He invites us to relate to his power as Creator and Father of all, as 

Saviour and friend of all, as Redeemer and life giving Spirit. This is the 

God of the Bible, of the Church, of Christians, the God who loves you. 

May the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, and the love of God, and the 

fellowship of the Holy Spirit be with us all. Amen

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Notes from St Jean 
ñ I am pleased to say that our new venue in St Jean dôAng®ly has been well 

received by all and even blessed by Colin Phillips!  We were also fortunate to 

have pilgrims join us in our first service whilst they were ñover nightingò en 

route to Santiago de Compostela.  

I notice from the C of E website that the Church Commissioners are 

maintaining their current level of support to the Church for a further 3 years; 

does this apply to our Chaplaincy I ask?    It follows publication of their 2009 

annual results on 28 April, when they announced that they had achieved a 

15.6% return on their investments during 2009. The results mean that the 

Commissionersô current level of support to the Church ï including increased 

pensions costs - can be maintained, in cash terms, for a further three-year 

period, from 2011 to 2013. 

The Commissionersô asset value has grown to Ã4.8 billion (from Ã4.4 billion 

at 31 December 2008), and the fund has been able to distribute £31 million 

more each year to the Church than if the investments had performed only at 

the industry average over the last 10 years. The 15.6% return was achieved 

against a comparator performance of 15.1% for 2009. 

The Report shows that annual spending on the Church of Englandôs mission 

and ministry is just over £1.2 billion. Around 75% of this sum comes from 

dioceses and parishes, mostly through the giving of Church members. 

In 2009 the Commissioners contributed £193 million - around 16 pence in 

every pound - of these costs. The Commissionersô spending for parish-level 

work reflects their long-standing commitment to supporting the Churchôs 

ministry where there are needs and opportunities.  This support breaks down 

into two key funding streams ï clergy pensions; and a wide range of support 

for different aspects of the serving ministry. 

I just wonder whether the Chaplaincy does receive its fare share of support 

from the ñCentreò?  Our accounts for 2009 show receipts from ICS and the 

Diocese in London; should we have asked for more given the strength of the ú 

against £ over the past 3 years?

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A ROCHA  
 What in Heavenôs name does that mean? A good question. The simple 

answer is a place in Portugal where, in 1983, a bird watching English 

clergyman established, with Portuguese students, a field centre. This grew to 

be an internationally respected centre for the study of bird migration. It was 

from the beginning, and still is, explicitly Christian in its basis working with 

the mission society that was called BCMS and is now called Crosslinks. 

So it is in óheavenôs nameô that A Rocha is a centre where Christians think 

and act about environmental issues. It is also the name of an organisation that 

is now world wide, including a centre in the south of France. 

The thinking behind A Rocha is that we cannot truly love and serve our 

neighbours if at the same time we are destroying their environment, or 

acquiescing in its destruction. The gospel includes caring for God's creation as 

well as preaching his work of redemption. So A Rocha centres, which are now 

world wide, share 5 commitments: 

Christian faith:  Underlying all is a biblical faith in the living God, who made 

the world, loves it, and entrusts it to the care of human society. 

Conservation:   Research into the conservation and restoration of the natural 

world, and environmental education programmes for people of all ages. 

Community:  Through a commitment to God, each other and the wider 

creation the aim of developing good relationships both within the A Rocha 

family and local communities. 

Cross-Cultural:  To draw on the insights and skills of people from diverse 

cultures, both locally and around the world. 

Cooperation`:  To work in partnership with a wide variety of organisations 

and individuals who share A Rochaôs concern for a sustainable world. 

Their web site www.arocha.org.uk is informative. 

Also the service at La Rocfaucauld on Sunday 22nd August will take, within 

its normal pattern of a service of the word, the theme of our Christian calling 

to care for Godôs creation and will include a power point presentation of the 

work of A Rocha in Uganda. The visiting preacher will be the recently retired 

international director of A Rocha, a friend of ours from when we worked in 

Kenya. Do come and bring your family and visitors to what is a relatively 

informal and cheerful act of worship.

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Gardening Notes 
I am writing this while in Kingôs Lynn just before I left I had an e-mail 

regarding, what sounds like, a catastrophe in the garden!  More news of 

this in future months. 

Things to do: 

Fruit pot off or plant out strawberry runners to increase your crop for 

next year.  If the branch of a plum tree is suffering under the weight of 

fruit then prop it up with a length of forked wood, if possible, this will 

reduce the risk of the branch snapping. 

Trees and shrubs many different types of established hedges can be 

pruned now, these include box, Spanish gorse, laurel and elaeagnus X 

ebbingel, but with larger leaved plants such as the laurel and elaeagnus 

it is better to use secateurs to avoid cutting the leaves in half and 

leaving the hedge looking unkempt.  Check that your shrubs and trees 

are not putting up any unwanted shoots from the base, if they are then 

remove from the base with sharp secateurs.  

Vegetables it is not too late to sow carrots, spinach and lettuce to 

produce crops for this year, while sowing parsley now will produce a 

winter crop.  At the same time give your vegetable garden a mulch to 

help keep in the moisture.  Do either after rain or after watering. 

Flowers roses appreciate a feed about now as this will encourage 

blooms later in the year but do leave until too late in the month as new 

growth may not mature before winter.  If you are planning to split and 

re-plant your bearded irises now is a good time for the preparation 

adding well rotted manure to the proposed site in readiness for the 

move so that they can become established before winter.  

Lawns even if the weather is dry you probably donôt need to water the 

lawn - it should recover in the autumn, but you can help it by raising 

the levels of the blades and cutting less short. 

Pots these are going to need daily or even twice daily watering and 

dead head heading as necessary. 

Ponds check the water level regularly and remove blanket weed 

Pests watch out for pests such as aphids that can thrive in warm moist 

conditions.  If you are not squeamish then remove by hand.  Try 

spraying with soapy water but if it is necessary for you to use chemical 
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spray then do so in the evening when all the Bees have stopped 

working for the day. 

Water, or lack of it, this is always a problem so as I have said before 

consider some form of water collectors; unfortunately they are not 

always very attractive but are essential. 

There is a great deal on British television about green areas for wildlife 

this was especially prominent on the reviews of the RHS Chelsea 

Flower Show suggesting that wild areas should be left for butterflies 

and all insects.  Water is again necessary especially for the birds.
